	Stages of the information process

	Investigation

	In this scenario, students take on the role of group members who are asked to manufacture Vaseline  and ask for aid in the school without forgetting to keep the records of what is done. They will learn about soap manufacture, laboratory experiments and records keeping via electronic devices they move through the project. Students will collaborate with a teacher, interview mock patients, and engage in research to reach their findings. In teams, they will present their project and recommendations to a panel of experts, parents, and classmates.

	Analysis

	After the students have finished listening to what the teacher told them they went on by grouping themselves in groups based on the activities they are going to perform. All of them play the role of preparing a soap, some of them will be the materials seeker and the others will record the transactions in the machine and treat the information which will be presented to the panel and classmates.
