Q15 – keep font type the same for algebraic expressions. Within the question and the options the font for ‘a’ and for ‘x’ varies.

Q11 – rewrite the instructions so that they are clear enough to answer the question. Currently it is unclear if the ball is thrown up or dropped from a height. New wording could be:  ‘A ball is dropped from a height of 3 m with a velocity of 14 m/s. When does the ball hit the ground?’
