Teacher asks questions about the previous lesson concerning evaporation and sublimation as methods of separating mixtures: Examples 1. What is a mixture? 
2. Describe how these processes can be used to separate mixtures: Filtration and decantation. 3. Explain how sublimation and evaporation can be used to separate mixtures with examples.
